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[ 1] According to the figures reported by the National Survey and Research Center at Renmin

University of China, the number of startup businesses per 100,000 people far surpassed the equivalent

figures in the United States. For instance, the coastal city of Zhuhai in Guangdong province of China




ranked No. 1 with 2,822 new businesses created per 100,000 people, while in Miami, the top US city, the

figure was 247.6.
[ 2 ] Inspired by a series of favorable policies and government support, business creation has

boomed in China as the country encourages entrepreneurship and innovation as an economic engine.

Lower taxes and simplified approval procedures for new businesses have helped more people start

chasing their dreams.
