Chile, cold-temperate waters influenced by the west wind drift

pound against the South American continent. This flow.also known

as the Antarctic Circumpolar Current . causes nutrient-rich water to

collide with land. generating a phytoplankton bloom and an abun-

dance of krill.

It's a real huffet for the world's largest mammal,the great blue
whale. On average,weighing 200 tons and at 100 feet (30 meters)
from head to tail.the blue whale is longer than a regulation-sized
basketball court. Despite its tremendous size,it feeds almost entirely
on the tiny krill, which makes this area off Chiloé a favorite feeding
ground every year from January to April.

These favorable marine currents are matched by air currents on

land that the energy industry now is seeking to capture. On Mar

Brava beach in Cocotué Bay,about 13 miles north of the town of
Ancud, plans are under way to build a large-scale wind-energy park.
Although the turbines would be on shore. scientists are worried
about the potential impact in the sea,especially for the blue whale,
an endangered species that saw its numbers in the Southern Hemi-
sphere reduced by 97 percent over the past century.
