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Abstract

The research topic of the paper focuses on the prehistoric cultural rel-
ics of the East TianShan Region, archaeological materials, references, vid-
eo materials related to the topic were collected and analyzed, corresponding
fieldwork were performed, archaeology, philology, anthropology, iconogra-
phy and multidisciplinary research methods were applied in the research.
For the first time a comprehensive and systematic classification research was
carried out, which based on the art categories of the prehistorie artistic rel-
ics of the East TianShan Region. The artistic relics such as Stoneware , Pot-
tery, Bronze, Gold and Silver Ware, Woodenware, Apparel and Petroglyph
were investigated to study the evolution, pattern features and cultural origin
of regional prehistoric arts. According to the achieved information, analyses
and discussion were performed to understand the ethnic relations, primitive
religion, technology exhibited by the prehistoric arts.

It can be concluded that the stoneware art of the east TianShan region
originates from the tools manufacture, which reflects the earliest manufac-
ture techniques, aesthetic psychology and cultural relationship. The pottery
art has its own characteristic and the formation process is influenced mainly
by the culture came from the neighbor Gansu and Qinghai provinces, simul-
taneously , it plays an important role on the development process of the pre-
historic Xinjiang pottery art. The metal art, especial bronze art, affected by
the smelt and manufacture techniques of bronze from the western world, a

strong local feature has been formed, and it further influences on the devel-
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opment of bronze art in central and north China. The woodenware and bone
articles come from the regional practical utensil, and indicates the innova-
tion and integration based on the exterior western cultural factors. The ap-
parel art expresses the aesthetic taste of daily life as well as the technical
level of the tanning, dyeing and embroidery. Based on the visible object ,
the petroglyph presents the daily life and spiritual beliefs of prehistoric local
people. The necessary for survival, primitive religious beliefs and aesthetic
awareness , these factors compose of the prehistoric art of east TianShan re-
gion. Apparently, the special natural environments, technical level and e-
conomical form, these factors worked as an era and region background,
contribute to the formation of its own artistic characteristic. As a carrying
exhibited exotic cultural factor, ethnic groups both from ancient western
and eastern world have been participated the creation of the local prehistoric
art, as a result, the east TianShan region art has an unique artistic charac-
teristic which contains inclusive and abundant features.

The main part of the East TianShan Region prehistoric arts had formed
during the cultural exchange of Eurasia at prehistoric period. Definitely
the formation of ils artistic style is not only attributed to the culiural ex-
change and merge between Europe and Asia, but also resulted from the ex-
cellent creation of local people, which is influenced by the regional natural
and humanistic environments. As a prehistoric art, the East TianShan Re-
gion prehistoric art exhibits the character of the early stage regional arts
with strong cultural and local features, it reveals the characteristic of diver-
sity and abundance of Chinese ancient arts, simultaneously, plays an un-
paralleled role in the dissemination, communication and evolution of Eura-

sian prehistoric arts.
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
