Passage 1 Education System FEHE{&H

Formal education occurs in a structured environment whose explicit purpose is teaching
students. Usually formal education takes place in a school environment, with classrooms of
multiple students learning together with a trained teacher. Most school systems are designed

around a set of values or ideals that govern all educational choices in that system.

Preschools provide education from ages 4 to 8, when children enter primary education.
They are also known as nursery schools and as kindergarten, except in the USA, where

kindergarten is a term used for primary education.

In general, primary education consists of six to eight years of schooling starting at the age of
five or six. In many countries, it is compulsory. The division between primary and secondary
education is somewhat arbitrary, but it generally occurs at about eleven or twelve years of age.
Some education systems have separate middle schools, with the transition to the final stage of
secondary education taking place at around the age of fourteen. Schools that provide primary
education are mostly referred to as primary schools or elementary schools. Primary schools are

often subdivided into infant schools and junior school’s.

In most contemporary educational systems of the world, secondary education comprises



the formal education that occurs during adolescence. It is characterized by transition from the
typically compulsory, comprehensive primary education for minors, to the optional,
selective tertiary, “post-secondary”, or “higher” education for adults. Depending on the
system, schools for this period, or a part of it, may be called secondary or high schools,
gymnasiums, lyceums, middle schools, colleges, or vocational schools. The purpose of
secondary education can be to give common knowledge, to prepare for higher education or to

-train directly in a profession.

Higher education, also called tertiary, third stage, or post-secondary education, is the non-
compulsory educational level that follows the completion of a school providing a secondary
education. Tertiary education is normally taken to include undergraduate and postgraduate
education, as well as vocational education and training. Colleges and universities are the main
institutions that provide tertiary education. Tertiary education generally results in the receipt of
certificates, diplomas, or academic degrees.

Vocational education is a form of education focused on direct and practical training for a
specific trade or craft. Vocational education may come in the form of an apprenticeship or
internship as well as institutions teaching courses such as carpentry, agriculture, engineering,

medicine, architecture and the arts.

In the past, those who were disabled were often not eligible for public education. Children
with disabilities were often educated by physicians or special tutors. These early physicians set the
foundation for special education today. They focused on individualized instruction and
functional skills. Special education was only provided to people with severe disabilities in its early

years, but more recently it has been opened to anyone who has experienced difficulty learning.

Most alternative systems have existed since ancient times. After the public school system
was widely developed beginning in the 19th century, some parents found reasons to be
discontented with the new system. Alternative education developed in part as a reaction to
perceived limitations and failings of traditional education. A broad range of educational
approaches emerged, including alternative schools, self learning, homeschooling and

unschooling.

Indigenous education refers to the inclusion of indigenous knowledge , models, methods and
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content within formal and non-formal educational systems. Often in a post-colonial context,
the growing recognition and use of indigenous education methods can be a response to the erosion

and loss of indigenous knowledge and language through the processes of colonialism.

Informal learning occurs in a variety of places, such as at home, work, and through daily
interactions and shared relationships among members of society. For many learners this includes

language acquisition, cultural norms and manners.

Autodidacticism ( also autodidactism) is a contemplative, absorbing process, of “learning on
your own” or “by yourseif” , or as a self-teacher. Some autodidacts spend a great deal of time
reviewing the resources of libraries and educational websites. One may become an autodidact at

nearly any point in one’s life.

Electronic educational technology ( also called e-learning) and open education are fast
growing to become the dominant form of education, for many reasons such as its efficiency and
results compared to traditional methods. Open education is generally significantly cheaper than
traditional campus based learning and in many cases even free. Presently, many of the major
open education sources offer their own form of certificate and are working to have the ability to

offer students standardized testing and traditional degrees and credentials.
