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Preface

Sports Chinese 800 is one of the Chinese 800 series of
books edited by the International College of Chinese Studies
of Shanghai Normal University. This book is targeted towards
international students, with the aim of providing reference
material for them to learn Chinese.

The book has the following characteristics:

1. Adhering to the style of the Chinese 800 series, this
brochure is categorized by themes and sub-themes. Each theme
consists of 2 to 5 different sub-themes, more or less. Each sub-theme
includes 10 basic sentences and 2 dialogue groups. Each group
presents 2 different following sentences according to the above
sentences which prepares readers to give two different answers
to the same question in different situations.

2. Each sub-theme includes 16 sentences of about 15 words.

3. Each sub-theme includes a word list which anchors
the following 16 sentences. Each sub-theme averages about 25
vocabulary items, ranked order by appearance in the text.

4. Each sentence includes transcriptions in Chinese Pinyin
with word segmentation. The standard for the word segmentation

relies upon rules set forth in the Xinhua Spelling Dictionary

(published by The Commercial Press) and Modern Chinese



Dictionary (7th edition).

5. Both sentences and words are coupled with English
translations, so as to further convenience in terms of understanding.

6. At the end of the book, there is a vocabulary index which
is ordered by English meaning for reference convenience.

7. At the end of the book, there are appendices which
supply some knowledge, common senses and information about
sports, in order to help learners to supplement their knowledge.

Sports Chinese 800 is centrally focused on the topic of
sports, including in its topical selection, the penning of the
sentences, the choice of words and the design of the appendices.
It is our desire that Chinese learners will be able to not only
improve their language skills with their mastery of the sentences
and vocabulary items contained within, but also gain knowledge
related to sports.

This book can be used as a survival conversation handbook
for Chinese-language learners in China, a specialized Chinese
textbook for sports related professionals, or a sports related
reading material for non-native learners with a certain level of

Chinese proficiency.
