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Abstract

Yangguang Didai Erqi Construction Site is located to the sixth group of Huangzhong Village,
Yingmenkou Township, Jinniu District, western suburbs of Chengdu. Sichuan Province. As an important
part of Jinsha site settlements, it lies to some 1000 meters northwest to the scarifying and worshiping
area of Jinsha site, where found abundant cultural remains yielding a number of ancient articles.

The remains at this site mainly include ash pits, pottery kilns, tombs and so forth. The ash pits
scatter around the pottery kilns and architectural remains, probably with close ties to them. With a
concentrated distribution at Jinsha site, the pottery kilns consist of chamber, hearth and operating part.
Tombs are most commonly found at this site, including boat-coffin burial and tomb of vertical earthen
shaft. As for the burial system, some tomb occupants lay in an extended supine position, and others are
contracted burials with heads mostly pointing to southwest or northwest. Some tombs are twice burials.
The funeral objects are usually put on the two sides of the occupant’s head. Some articles are found on
the positions they used to be hung or used. The tomb occupants include adults. juveniles and children.

Unearthed are mainly pottery wares. jade or stone articles and bronzes. Among the pottery wares,
there are flat-bottomed, pointed-bottomed, ring-footed, tripod, round-based vessels and so forth.
Pointed-bottomed and ring-footed vessels are most commonly seen, and the flat-bottomed ones come
the next. Tripod and round-based vessels are very rare at this site, especially the round-based ones
among which there is only pottery bowl. As for the shape of pottery wares, there are mostly jars with
a contracted neck or long neck, urn, basin, vat, pointed-bottomed cup, pointed —bottomed small bowl,
vessel’s lid, kettle, gui (rice container)-shaped vessel, spindle.etc., with small amount of pointed-
bottomed jar, bowl, zun (liquor container), he (liquor container) and long-stemmed dou and so forth.
Jade or stone article and bronze vessels are relatively rare either in number or in variety. Among the
jade articles, there are tools, ornaments and semi-finished products, which include ben (adz) , axe,
chisel, grinding stone and jue (jade ring). Most of the jade or stone articles are semi-finished. Cutting
marks can be observed on the edge of some jades. Except grinding stones, other kind of stone articles
have seldom seen among the funeral object. Among the bronzes. there are weapons, tools, ornaments
and bronze pieces, with the bronze weapons in the majority. The categories of bronze weapon are very
simple, with a small quantity of sword and the arrowheads in the majority. The tools include graver,
knife and chisel. Among the ornaments, there are only cicada-shaped ones.

According to the analysis of plants and animal archaeology, it is thought that rice and millet

had been the major grains for the local residents and the famed swine and buffalo were the main
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sources of animal protein, with the wild animal as the necessary supplement of food. These residents
were occupied in specialized potter manufacture and other handicraft industry instead of agricultural
production.

The remains of Shang and Zhou period at this site dated from 3400 BP to 2900 BP. From some
4000 years ago, humans had already lived here. From 3400 BP to 3330 BP, pottery workshops appeared
at this site and the ceramic industry developed very slowly hereafter. From 3300 BP to 3200 BP,
tombs turned up in some places. From 3200 BP to 3100 BP, pottery kilns and tombs flourished at this
site. From 3100 BP to 3000 BP, there was a sharp contraction in the ceramic industry but the number
of tombs increased dramatically especially the boat-coffined tombs. From 3000 BP to 2900 BP, the
ceramic industry disappeared in this site. But at the same time, clansmen were buried together in the
boat-coffined tombs, which developed richer tomb types and more dense distribution and formed the
specific cemetery. Tombs with earthen shaft decreased sharply with few funeral objects but some tombs
buried with bronzes.

Judged either from the cultural contents or the epoch feature, the Shang and Zhou remains of
Yangguang Didai Erqi Construction Site should belong to Shierqgiao (Twelve Bridge) Culture of
Shang and Zhou in the Chengdu Plain. The excavation and sorting of this site will provide important
archaeological materials for study of the inner structure, cultural feature, development and evolution of
the settlements of Jinsha settlement groups, broadening the time span and enriching the cultural content

of Shiergiao Culture.
