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Abstract

For a comprehensive understanding of Chinese citizen’s political culture, it is
necessary to carry out large-scale survey on subjects such as political cognitions,
political attitudes and political participation. The first survey of such topic was
completed in 2012, and the results were published in 2013 and 2014. Based on
the founding, Institute of Issues in Contemporary China of Nankai University
conducted a new survey in 2016. The subject of this book is to reveal the Chinese
citizens’ political identification and crisis pressure.

Accordingto the survey in 2016, all scores of Chinese citizens’ national
identification,  development identification,  party identification,  policy
identification, institutional identification and cultural identification are rather high,
however, scored rather medium or lower on political crisis pressure, economical
crisis pressure, social crisis pressure, cultural crisis pressure, ecological crisis
pressure and international crisis pressure. The results reflect a general picture of
“higher identification and medium crisis pressure” .

The survey also shows thatrights, benefits, political communication, political
participation and satisfaction are the key factors influencing the political culture of
Chinese citizens. All scores are medium or higher, and identification levels of these
five factors are closely related to political identification and crisis pressure.

This survey covered different citizen groups. The data reveals that male
citizens’ level of political identification is higher than female’s, crisis pressure is
lower than female’s. The level of ethnic minorities’ political identification is
significantly higher than Han Chinese’s, but the crisis pressure between the two
groups is not significant. Rural residents’ political identification level is higher than
urban residents’, while the difference on crisis pressure between the two groups is
not significant. The education backgrounds do not cause a significant difference to

both political identification and crisis pressure. However, the age factor plays a

more significant role. According to the data from elderly, middle-aged and young
people, older citizens have a higher level of political identification and lower level
of crisis pressure. In addition, the group of CPC member scores higher on political
identification and lower on crisis pressure than the Communist Youth League
members and litigants ( people) without political affiliation, while the difference
between Communist Youth League members and the politically unaffiliated is not
significant. The survey also finds out that the difference is significant among groups

with different professions, regions, types of organization and income level in both

political identification and crisis pressure.
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
