the preservation of 20th century architectural heritage; tenth, discuss the transmission channels and systems, mechanisms of the 20th century architectural heritage in case of Chinese and

foreign academic groups, non-governmental organizations cooperating with the government.

As an architectural scholar, I really like to read Modern architecture: a critical history which was published four times in 1980, 1985, 1992, 2007 (Life * Reading * New Knowledge Sanlian
Bookstore, in May 2012, edited by Kenneth Frampton [the United States], translated by Zhang Qinnan et al ) . Mr. Zhang Qinnan commented that the critique of Frampton was carried
out at all levels. It has not only the evaluation of architecture, architect or creative genre, but also a social criticism on the creative environment of architecture. Looking back to the 20th
Chinese Architectural Heritage which was being edited at the end of 2016, I think that, to let it run through the whole process, we need not only to gain the strength from Chinese and foreign
architectural heritage in the 20th century, but also to make more refined editing and mining in the coming years. It may give us a clearer clue to establish an authoritative and authentic

theoretical platform from the complex of the 20th century architectural world.
