Aguinst Japan *
TOP SECANT

The leaders of the three Great Powers—the Soviet Union, the
United States of America and Great Britain—have agreed (hat in
two or three months after Germany has surrendered and the wor in
Euwrope has terminated the Sovict Union shall enter into the war
against Japan on the sile of the Allies an condition that:

1. The satus gwe in Outer-Mongolia (The Mongolian People’s
Republic) shall be preserved;

2. The focmer rights of Russia v nl-lodlylhclmthﬂvunuuk
of Japan in 1904 shall be restored, viz:

(a) the MM part of Sakhalin as well as all the islands adjacent

to it shall be returned to the ~om Urion,

gmarded snd that China shall retain full sovervignty in Manchuria;

s ! d, that the agr iz Outer-Mongolia
and the ports and railroads referred to abovo will require concurrence

of Generalissimo Chisng Kai-Shek. The President will take measures
in order to obiain this concurrenee on advice from Marshal Stalin.

The Heads of the three Great Powers have agreed that these claims
of the Soviet Union shall be unguestionably fulfilled after Jopan has
been defeated.

For ita part the Soviet Union expresses its readiness to conclude
with the National Government of China a pact of friendship and
allisnce between the USSR and China in order to render assistanco o
China with its armed forees for the purpose of liberating China from
the Japonesc yoke.
