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EKIAOCHOW TSINAN RAILWAY
Annual Report

the 17th Year of the Republic of China.

Bince the 13th year of the Republic of China the political situation las changed so
often and fighting have repeatedly occurred throughout the nation, that this railway has
suffered considerable losscs from time to time. Especially during the Tsinan Incident in the
months of April and May of this year, the rails on twenty different sections, and the telegraph
and telephone wires in over forty sections were disrupted; soldiers and ecivilians came into
conflict and heavy bombardments nearly destroyed the city of Kaomi along the line. All these
were destructive to the railway, Pusseuger trains were first stopped at Changtien, then at
Fangtzu and finally entirely suspended for many days, Goods trains were suspended for half a
month, The whole liac then was somewhat blockaded and practically no business could be done,

During the first few months of this year a large portion of the rolling stock belonging
to this line wus commandecred for use on other railways for military transportation. The amount
of rolling stock left was so limited that the work of distribution became extremely difficult,
Furtheraiore the imposition of excessive taxes und the depreciation of Military and Provineial
bankoutes were additionsl canses in affecting the revenue of the railway. After the Tsinan
Incident, the city of Tsinan for a time was withont governmental control, which mitigated much
against business conitions of the line; this in turn beeame worse resalting in heavy decrease in
general revnue,

To sum up, losses, divect and indirect, visible und invisible, were innumerable. Fortunately
by strenuous efforts on the part of the staff, the rolling stock which had been carried over to
other railways was retarned, military intorferences were minimized and arranged in an amicable
way, and rails and wire iaterruptions were restored to working order. Moreover, special care
was also directed toward the finance of the line; unimportant expenditures were eliminated where
possible and only necessery disbureements were sppropriated. For instance, the program for
bridges, track work ete., continued aeccording to the original program. A new battalion of
policemen was also recruited for additinnal protection to the railway, Offices of secondary

importance were either abolished or amalgamated.

The operating revenue for this year amounted to more than twelve million dollars and
the revenues for each month of this year, except for the mouth of May, exceeded that for each
correspounding month of the previous year, Besides the payment of interest amounting to Gold
Yen 1,200,000,00 on Government Treasury Notes for the first half-year, the deferred interest
amouating to Gold Yen 3,000,000,00 on the same Notes were also paid, This financial condition
showed that since the retrocession the 17th year of the Republic was actually found to be the

most successful year for the Kino Tsi Railway,
