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Abstract

On the superior geographical conditions, economic bases and literary
traditions, the artists in Jiangsu Province appeared on the stage of Chinese cultural
industry in cluster, actively adapted themselves to the changing environment,
developed their talents, seized the opportunities, shaped the environment of public
opinions for Chinese films through mass media, promoted development of the
narrative styles and screen forms suitable for Chinese aesthetic ideas and fused
with advantage of western films, and became some kind of power to promote the
development of early Chinese film industry. They got the exercises from the film
working and formed the ability structure, creative methods and creative ideas
adapted to the development trend of the film industry. Their interaction with the
early Chinese film industry revealed the deep relationship between the regional
culture and the development of the Chinese cultural industry.

The book is divided into two sections.

In Part 1, the development of the film industry is divided into several aspects:
film screenwriting, expansion of the film markets, formation of the film public
opinions, construction of the film art, cultivation on the film talents, on the base
of which the function of the Jiangsu artists on the early Chinese film industry is to
be combed, including the artists” entry into the early Chinese film industry, their
film screenwriting, promotion of the film markets, compilation on the presses,
exploration on the film art and the cooperation with other groups of the creative
class, as well as the inspirations from their film practices.

In Part 2, some typical cases of the artists are proposed to show their overall
impact on the consumption, production, and communication of the early Chinese

film industry, including Zhou Shoujuan, Bao Tianxiao, Xu Zhuodai, Fan Yanqiao,

Xu Bibo and so on.
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
