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SUMMARY

To construct a set of modern political system which is adapted
to our national conditions, conforming with times tide and historical
current , is not only the core of political modernization, but also gains
influence over one national development and advancement. After the
Opium War,the key to political development of China had been to
construct’a set of modern political system that pursued democracy,
ruling by law and human rights. On the political arena of modern
China before 1949 ,the political groups who had control over the in-
novation of political system had been launched three endeavoring to
construct modern system. But all the attempts ended in failure.
Facts show that neither the emperor constitutionalism of bourgeoisie
nor parliament republic of bourgeoisie can accomplish the national
independence , democracy and prosperity. From then on, the great
historical mission of founding a new republic and establishing a new
political system has fallen upon the shoulders of the Communist Par-
ty of China.
