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think of the overall functions of schools or universities and
how these functions are manifested in the distribution of
subjects and activities... In a more restricted sense we use
the term curriculum to describe the substance of what is
taught in a given subject... (It) usually involves at least
three aspects: (a) defining objectives, (b) determining
content, and (c¢) indicating some sort of sequence or
progression. ...In Britain, the term “syllabus” is roughly
equivalent to curricullum in the more restricted sense
above. ... In more recent years, British applied linguists
have used the term “syllabus” to characterize the content,
or the underlying principle of selecting and sequencing, of
second language courses.
