Abstract; This paper reviews FDI research (both inward and outward) in China in the management literature.
Research findings in the past are summarized and future research directions are discussed. The paper points out that
broader and deeper investigation is needed in order to advance FDI studies of emerging economies. In terms of broader
investigation, new topics such as outward FDI with a comparison of BRIC countries, organizational behavior and human
resource management studies focusing on issues within foreign companies and joint ventures, as well as overseas
subsidiaries are needed. At the same time, top management teams, corporate culture, change management, and
innovations are not studied much. At the corporate—level, studies related to mergers and acquisitions, entrepreneurship
are also needed. Solid theoretical foundation is critical for deeper investigation.
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
