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Abstract

Base on the discussion on the Fall Forum of the Analysis and Forecast on China’s
Economy in 2010 held by the economics division of Chinese Academy of Social
Science, this book systematically arranges and comprehensive collects of studies on
reviews and predictions of China’s economy trend written by scholars and experts from
governments, research institutions, and universities.

This book have six chapters which focusing on general predictions, policy analysis,
fiscal and financial issues, special topics, economies of China Taiwan, Hong Kong and
Macac, and international backgrounds respectively. Using both quantitative and
qualitative methods, studies analyzed the situation of China’s macro economy as well as
micro economy in 2010 especially under the shock of international financial crisis, and
made prediction on the trend of China’s economy in 2011.

In general, it will be a good economic situation in China in 2010. Agricultural
production situation keeps well, food production is expected to harvest, and the
industrial production keeps fast growing. Employment situation is better than expected,
and the income of residents grows stabled. Consumer price index in the previous three
quarter of the year is msing obviously, but a stable control is still expected. The
confidence of economic subject picks up. Consumption, investment, import and export
are the key indicators of macro economy, which keep China’s economy growing fast.

It is the first year of the 12th Five-year Plan Period in 2011, but also the most
important year to accelerate transformation of the mode of China’s economic
development. Although there are some uncertain factors exist in the economic
transformation, the main factors which promote China’s economy development are not
significantly changed. The power of the reform and opening, the growth mode, the
development phase, and the population structure will still stable improved. The goal of
macro economic control in the future should be stable. The primary task is to steady the
economic growth and expect inflation through stable promoting the inner motive of

industrialization and urbanization.
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
