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Preface

It is said that “good clothing is to be found in Shanghai” — this shows praise as
well as high expectations of Shanghai fashions. Designers of fashionable Shanghai
clothing ever exert themselves so that the Shanghai people will become better
dressed!

The Association of the Shanghai Clothing Industry, acting upon the directions of
the Shanghai Municipal Economic Commission, the Shanghai Municipal Finance
Office, the Shanghai Municipal Commission of International Economic Relations and
Trade, and the Shanghai Municipal Collective-ownership Enterprises Office,
organizes producers and distributors of the six departments of textile, second light
industry, commerce, foreign trade, district industry, and industry in suburban counties
to put on an annual fashion show for appraisal. To date, three such shows have been
organized. Every yearly exhibition for show and appraisal is unprecedentedly
splendid. Just to mention the third exhibition, viewers reached over 400,000.
Standards of display reach greater heights each year, fashion designers put on a new
front annually and consumption shows a definite yearly rise. The exhibition for show
and appraisal is of great impetus in the trend of fashion designing, increasing beauty
in the life of the people, satisfying the needs of consumers of various social strata, etc.

The Third Annual Shanghai Fashion Show and Appraisal Exhibition took place
March, 1988, at the Shanghai Exhibition Centre, with 208 producers taking part,
displaying 4,000 products, of which 2,000 were brand-new in style, material and
design. During the period for show and appraisal, the work of choosing winners for
the “new,good and beautiful” designing prizes (of three grades) was undertaken. Out
of 540 products chosen from the various exhibits of attending units, 128 were selected
by the Association, on the basis of initial judgment. Taking into consideration
popular opinion and sales results during the period of exhibition, after supplements
and adjustments, the judges finally decided on 10 winners for the year 1988 for the
award of “Ten meritorious Designing”, 10 for First Prize, 35 for Second Prize, and 73
for Third Prize. These award-winners display the spirit of the fashion world at home
and abroad and not only express the spirit of the times, but also display national
character: they are-not only beautiful to look at, but also comfortable to wear, a
combination- of the artistic and the practical, the greatest characteristic feature of
Shanghai clothing.

This book is a collection of the fashions displayed at the Third Annual Shanghai
Fashion Show and Appraisal Exhibition. Most of the 112 items in this book are
award-winners, displaying not only potential in Shanghai fashion designing, but also
representing new-standards. Therefore, this book can be said to have collected the
best of Shanghai fashion designers. Readers can refer to the drawings attached for 55
items (suits) for help in cutting and sewing.

This book was completed and printed within a rather short time with the support
and collaboration of Shanghai Textile Industry School, Shanghai Foreign Language
Education Press, Jiefang Daily and six departments in fashion and clothing industry,
to whom the Association wishes to express its great thanks.
