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Abstract

China’s Service Industry is the best in the *Eleventh Five-Year” period since its
founding, although some indicators are very difficult to complete. The development of
China’s Service Industry is facing unprecedented opportunities as well as some challenges
during the “Twelfth Five-Year” period. Overall, however, it will be the best time of
developing environment since reform and opening period, and may be the time seeing
the rapid development of the Service Industry. China is accelerating the move into a
service economy era, and is likely to greet the era of service economy at the end of the
“Twelfth Five-Year” period.

It’s an important strategic significance to develop the Service Industry vigorously in
the “ Twelfth Five-Year” period. Developing the Service Industry is an important
content of satisfying people’s livelihood, an important guar:mtée for improving the
livelihood and welfare, an important means of expanding employment, an inevitable
choice of changing the growth mode, an important way to effectively save energy and
reduce the emission, and the only way of economic structure adjustment, new
industrialized road and industrial upgrading.

“Twelfth Five-Year” period. The proportion of value added in GDP of the Service
Industry and service labor employment share of the total number of employees may be
increased by 4 percentage points and 5 percentage points than the “Eleventh Five-Year”
period.

There should be scientific and effective industrial policy guidance to promote
the development of China’s Service Industry, which means greater breakthrough in the
institutional mechanism, strive in resolving an excessive burden on development of the
Service Industry and financing channel problem, and stress on the construction of basic
work like the credit system, service standardization and Statistics.

It’s a matter of global systems engineering to develop the Service Industry. We

should not only comprehensively promote the rapid development of the Service



Industry, but also stress the focus of the overall coordination of development. Finance,
Information and E-commerce, Scientific Research, Business Trade, Environmental
Service, Business and Rental Service, Cultural Tourism, Family Service, Health
Service and other areas are the key areas to be concemned in the development of China’s
Service Industry. Trade Service is the form of opening up of the Service Industry, and
the “short board” of China’s international trade, which should be taken into account
more seriously. We can improve the competitiveness of our Service Industry through
great efforts to develop Trade Service and change the mode of growth in international
trade.

The government and market are two main powers to develop the Service Industry.
Government policy has an important role in promoting the development of China’s
Service Industry. Since the “ Eleventh Five-Year” period, China’s government,
including the relevant ministries and local governments use taxation, finance,
technology, human resources and other public policies to promote the development of
Service Industry, which has achieved initial success. During the “Twelfth Five-Year”
period, we should improve aspects of policy efforts, policy relevance and operational of
policy and policy coordination. Only by this can we guide the sound and rapid
development of the Service Industry, making it an important strategic support in
