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Preface

The present publication is a collection of papers and related
material presented and discussed during various international sym-
posiums on the draft Chinese Government Procurement Law between
spring 1999 and winter 2001. It is one of the few sources for au-
thentic ideas and intentions underlying the Chinese Government
Procurement Law, in force since 1 January, 2003, and makes it an

important tool for the interpretation of this law.

The symposiums were organized jointly by the Financial and E-
conomic Committee ( FEC) of the National People “s Congress
(NPC) of the PRC the Chinese entity responsible for drafting the
Chinese Bankruptcy Law and the project " Advisory Service to the
Financial and Economic Committee of the National People s Con-
gress of the PRC".

The Financial and Economic Committee of the National People
s Congress is a standing body of the National Peoples Congress of
the Peoples Republic of China, which is elected by and responsible
to the NPC and which is under the leadership of the Standing Com-
mittee of the Congress while the NPC is not in session. One of the
important tasks of the FEC is to draft and deliberate on economic

laws.

The " Advisory Service to the Financial and Economic Commit-
tee of the National Peoples Congress of the PRC" is a cooperation
between the FEC and the Deutsche Gesellschaftfr Technische
Zusammenarbeit ( GTZ) GmbH ( German Technical Cooperation
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Corporation ) , acting on behalf of the German Federal Ministry of E-

conomic Cooperation and Development.

The symposiums brought together Chinese parliamentarians,
members of the FEC drafting group for the Chinese Government Pro-
curement Law as well as Chinese and foreign practitioners and

scholars from this field.

The book compiles a general introduction to the drafting
process and the law itself. It includes all speeches held by Chinese
and foreign experts during the different symposiums. While the
speeches of the Chinese and foreign experts in part 1 refer to the
government procurement system as a whole, the comments of the
experts in part 2 focus on single sections of the draft. Part 2 of the
volume also includes the general conclusions and annotations on the
different drafts, prepared by the foreign experts after the symposi-
um. The different draft laws and the Government Procurement Law

in its final form are also included for reference.

The above mentioned symposiums as well as this publica-
tion are part of the results of the work done by the project " Ad-
visory Service to the Financial and Economic Committee of the Na-
tional People’s Congress of the People’s Republic of China". The
project commenced in 1997 and up to now had provided various ad-
visory services to the FEC on the following Chinese draft laws: For-
eign Exchange Control Law, Securities Law, Investment Funds
Law, Trust Law, Revision of the Company Law, Promotion of Small
and Medium Enterprises Law, Bankruptcy Law, Bidding and Ten-
dering Law, National Budget Law, Inheritance Tax Law, Partner-
ship Law, Partnership Enterprise Law and Army Insurance Law.
