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Abstract

The content of this book is divided into five parts.
The first part is a panorama of Chinese Shangshi culture,
specifically introduces the origin and development of
Chinese Shangshi culture, basic concepts of Shangshi,
the cause of formation and the distribution of Shangshi,
the classifying and naming of Shangshi, and the
appreciating and distinguishing of Shangshi. The second
part is the development of Chinese Shangshi culture,
which separately introduces the Shangshi culture and its
development in the New Stone Age, the Pre-Qin period,
the period of Qin and Han Dynasties, the period of Wei-
Jin and Northern and Southern Dynasties, the period
of Sui and Tang Dynasties, the period of Southern and
Northern Song Dynasties, the period of Ming and Qing
Dynasties, and the present age. The third part is the share

of grotesque Shangshi, specifically introduces the natural
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scenery stone and the gardening stone, the obligatory
stone, the other kind of stones and the transcendent sigil
stone, the ink stone and the stone sculpture, etc. The

fourth part specifically introduces the celebrities, well-

known works, masterpieces, the works in chanting of

Shangshi, and the interpretation of ancient books. The
fifth part is the events of Shangshi culture in all ages-the
Shangshi culture has a long history, and the landscape
has its natural sounds. It specifically introduces the main
Shangshi activities and the resource investigations.

The book is rich in content, and detailed in data.
Integrating knowledge, scientific, and historical materials
in one, it is a valuable reference book for researching
the history of Chinese Shangshi culture, and has great
