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Cao Wei (born 1955, Lanzhou, Gansu) received a master’s degree in
archaeology from Peking University. He is currently a deputy director and a
research fellow at the Museum of the Terra-Cotta Army. He served as the deputy
director and director of the research division of Shaanxi Institute of Archaeology,
and as deputy director of the institute. He is also a guest research fellow at the
Center of Ancient Civilizations at the Peking University and the Chinese Academy
of Social Science, a guest professor and an advisor for the doctoral program at
the Northwestern University and the Shaanxi Normal University, a board member
of the Chinese Archaeology Association and the Association for the Study of
Yin Shang Culture. He has written two books Zhouyuan jiaguwen (Oracle Bones
from Zhouyuan), Zhouyuan yizhi yu Xizhou tongqi yanjiu (The Zhouyuan Site
and the Study of Western Zhou Bronzes), edited two catalogues Zhouyuan chutu
Qingtongqi (Bronzes from Zhouyuan) and Hanzhong chutu Shangdai gingtongqi

“Taiwang duyi yu Zhougong fengyi” (Taiwang’s capital and the fief of the Duke of
the Zhou), “Zhouyuan Xizhou tongqi de fenqi” (The chronology of Western Zhou
bronzes from Zhouyuan), “Cong gingtongqi de yanhua shilun Xizhou gianhouqi
zhijiao de lizhi bianhua” (The shift of rites from early to late Western Zhou
observed from the change of bronzes), “Shilun Xizhou shiqi de fengfu zhidu” (A
preliminary discussion on the fengfu system of the Western Zhou), “Ye lun jinwen
zhong de Zhou™ (A discussion on the character ‘Zhou’ in bronze inscriptions),
“Xizhou shiqi de diji yu xiaji” (The diji and xiqji divinations of the Western Zhou).
He has visited the United States, Japan, South Korea, Australia, Spain, and Chinese

Hong Kong and Taiwan for academic exchanges.
