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The Bilger Breustedt Elementary and Secondary school is open to nature with bright,
sunny and spacious classrooms, and well-defined and readable outdoor function areas.
The parking and transport sector in the north is delimited by the main building. 50
parkings and the holding area for school buses are there. In the south of the ensemble a
large lawn forms an attractive outdoor area and playground. The new with the existing
buildings form an ensemble that blends into its surroundings. The buildings define its
shape from its position on the site as well as their content. The relation of the interior to
the surrounding landscape has become decisive.
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
