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the commitment of Chinese pharmacist to the concepts of clinical
pharmacy. This new series of pharmacotherapy by Dr. Sun Shujuan
and her colleagues is a great example of that commitment.

Significant advances in the practice of pharmacy and pharmacy
education have created an important need to further develop pharma-
cists in China through advancing the clinical role of pharmacists, their
mentoring abilities, and professional development, Pharmacists in
China are in the process of redefining the role of the pharmacist based
on the needs of Chinese society. This new definition will have some-
thing to say about the responsibility of the pharmacist to provide pa-
tient-centered pharmaceutical care that ensures optimal drug therapy
outcomes,

I believe that this series of pharmacotherapy will significantly
add to the development of clinical pharmacy and will result in the im-
provement of the use of medicines and result in better clinical out-

comes for patients in China.
