His technique of paining comes
from real life and inherits the Chinese
national traditions. His technique of dra-
wing also absorbs the quintessence of the
foreign painting and flies his own style. His
picture has an elegant bearing and the im-
age of his picture is vivid with life.

Mr Shi
is good at painting many kinds of pictures,
such as pictures of flowers, birds, mountains
and rivers. People at home and abroud
speak highly of his pictures.

He held his own art show in Yin Geda in
Japan. His pictures were highly praised by
the Japanese artists.
