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[ Abstract] American Jewish history weds together two great
traditions: one Jewish and the other American. It dates back to
the discovery of the New World by Christopher Columbus and to
the arrival of the first Jewish community in North America in
1654. The American Revolution shaped many of the features that
made American Jewish life distinctive. Thereafter, as the commu-

nity grew, four central themes characterized its history: (1) be-
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lief in the promise of American life, (2) pluralism, (3) quest
for success, (4) commitment to Jewish survival and continui-
ty. At the same time, the community has faced five major challen-
ges, expressea as tensions: (1) assimilation and identity; (2)
tradition and change; (3) unity and diversity; (4) majority rule
and minority rights; (5) historical Jewish experience and Ameri-
can exceptionalism. Currently, American Jews are nervous about
their future owing to the economic downturn, intermarriage, and
worries about Israel. Ultimately, the future of the community will
depend upon those with the vision and the fortitude to shape the

future.
