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FOREWORD

The Xinhai Revolution 80 years ago was an epoch-making great democratic
revolutionary movement, which swept over the great land of China like a hurricane
and raging billows, destroyed the feudal monarchy lasting for more than 2,000 years
and established the democratic republic. The great patriot and forerunnerof the demo-
cratic revolutionary movement Dr.Sun Yatsen and his comrades-in-arms, with passionate
patriotism and high democratic spirit, made it a monumental work in the history .of
modern Chinese democratic revolution which will go down in the annals of history.

Before
the meeting, leading comrades, guests and representatives of ajl circles held a
menjorial ceremony at the Mausoleum to 72 Martyrs in Huanghuagang. Besides, person-
nel  from the region of Hongkong and Macao, who had come to take part in the
commemorative activities upon invitation, were organized to visit the former residence
of Dr.Sun Yatsen in Cuihengcun.

We have compiled the photos and materials recording the activities as they really
were into a book for commemoration. Out of them “The Xinhai Revolution and Guang-
dong (historical photos)” is compiled by Dr. Sun Yatsen Research Institute of Zhong-
shan University, Guangzhou; calligraphic works and paintings of eminent persons during
the Xinhai Revolution period are reproductions from collectors’ items provided by Guang-
zhou Fine Art Gallery: calligraphic works and paintings in commemoration of the 80th
anniversary of the Xinhai Revolution are done by famous persons throughout the country.
