The Parents’ Involvement of Foreign Spouses
in Elementary Schools :
A Case Study of the Yunlin County in Taiwan

The study aimed to explore the relationships between parents’
nvolvement of foreign spouses and the academic achievement of their
children. Moreover, the study has investigated the academic
achievement of pupils would be different with the genders and grades
of pupills, family socio-economic status, foreign spouses’ nationality,
and Chinese proficiency.

A questionnaire survey was conducted. The subjects of the study
were foreign spouses’ elementary children in Taiwan, including 158
elementary schools in Yunlin County. The research adopted the
“Parents’ Involvement of the Foreign Spouses in the School Education
for Elementary Schools” questionnaire (edited by the researcher) as an
instrument. Totally 1,148 valid samples were collected, and valid
collection was 88.51%. The statistical methods used to analyze the data
were descriptive statistics, t-test, one-way ANOVA, product- moment
correlation, and stepwise regression analysis.The results of the study
are concluded as follows :

1. The Parents’ involvement of foreign spouses is significantly

affected by their socio-economic status, nationality, and

Chinese proficiency.
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2. The academic achievement of pupils is significantly atfected by
their genders, grades. It also affected by socio-economic status,
nationality and Chinese proficiency of their mother.

3. The Parents’ involvement of foreign spouses and their

children’s academic achievement are obviously relevant.

Finally, the suggestions of the study based on the above
conclusions are offered to the education administration agencies, the

schools and the foreign spouses’ family.
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
