The awarded works wil won the First Creation
Prize of China Fine Arts Award at the same time and the exhibition of this time will select the First Theoretical Comment Prize and Lifetime Achieverment
Prize of China Fine Arts Award.

Walking together with the People's Republic of China and resonating with the new era, the National Exhibition of Fine Arts with 60 years” history is
one of the national cultural activities continuously held for the longest time in our country. It played an important role and made positive contribution on
prosperity and development of literature and arts in the People’s Republic of China.
