From December 20, 2009 through January 3, 2010,
the 40th Annual NBMAA Members Show was and is



featured in the 3,000 square foot McKernan Gallery, the
main changing exhibition space of the Museum. "Destiny
of sky" by Jiaming Wang was one of many artworks that
hung in the gallery during part of the show, but is one
of the few that stood out. While the piece itself is rather
small, the image depicted is immeasurable in the depth
and wonder it manifests. The work is reminiscent of the
famous surrealist artist, Salvador Dali with its striking and
unusual imagery. Viewers gaze upon a beach landscape
where the sea and sky are both calm and relaxed. Yet,
the figures in the center of the piece seem distraught
as they are constricted in chains and hoisted off into
the heavens, impossible to escape. Much like a human
anchor, they are bound to the earth and mortal beings,
suggested by the pencil and book in the lower right hand
corner. However, they cannot avoid their destiny. Evén
if it is before their time, before a single word has been
written down to tell their story, they must rise, with only a

blank book and a silent beach left behind.
