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Abstract

The newly founded Communist Party of India ( Marxist) has become not
only the largest left party in India, but the largest communist party in the cap-
italist world as well after the tortuous development of over 40 years since it
separated itself from the former Communist Party of India in 1964. The CPI
(M) has made considerable achievemenis in both practice and theory. A-
gainst the depressing state of the world socialist movement, the achievements
made by the CPI (M) has given rise to wide attention, therefore, the study
of the CPI (M) makes a very important task in the study of contemporary
world socialist movement.

Guided by Marxism, this research probes the theory and practice of the
CPI ( M) comprehensively and systematically. The thesis comprises six
parts: an introduction; the tortuous development of the CPI (M) and its ex-
ploration of the Indian socialist road ; the Theory of People’s Democratic Revo-
lution of the CPI (M) and its present policies; the ruling practice of the CPI
(M) in several states; the intercourse between the CPI (M) and other com-
munist parties in both India and foreign countries; the experiences of the CPI
(M), the problems it has met and its future development. The major contents
are as the follows:

The first chapter mainly discusses and analyzes the tortuous development
of the CPI (M) and its hard work for exploring the Indian socialist road. Ac-
cording to the different domestic and world situation and the developing state
of the CPI (M) at different stages in history, the developing course of the
C.PL (M) since its formation can be divided into 3 stages: the struggle and
