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INTRODUCTION

The present volume is both a complement and a supplement to the Repertory of
Proper Names in Yiian Literary Sources JUHH A%4%%, Vols I-III (Taipei, 1988), and
is meant to be used in conjuction with the latter. It provides additional information on
approximately 26,000 of the individuals listed in the Repertory, which may help to
identify a particular person and/or exclude others from further time-consuming
research. The main purpose of this Supplement is, indeed, to save the investigator’s
time by offering pointers and short-cuts in locating the right individual in doubtful
cases, especially those involving homonyms. In order to achieve this aim, we have
provided (whenever possible) information relating to the individual’s dates of birth,
death or activity, or the dynasty under which he lived; family relationships; degrees
gained; offices (and, occasionally, titles) held; special skills (technical, medical,
artistic, etc.); and a host of collateral data. This information is arranged in six separate
columns. Since there are numerous homonyms, we have added in the sixth column a
number which refers to the placing of that particular individual among those with the
same name in the Repertory. Thus, the Ch’en Jung [§Z% who held the office of
ch’eng 7K is the third man by this name in the Repertory (Vol. I, p.290), whereas the
fourth homonym was a tien-shih Hi51.
