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Preface

The long standing civilization of China has greatly impelled the
course of mankind’ s advancement in history.

wants to realize the great dream of Chinese national rejuvenation under
the present situation after the nation lost the ability to output civiliza-

tion of ours while the world modern civilization is swift to grow up.
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What we must deeply recognize now is that we should reform the
old social custom and administrations manner bequeathed to us for
thousands of years, and to consolidate and develop the success base in
the making of the A-bomb, H-bomb, satellite, etc. of the republic
own, instead to base it on the interest for the time being to result in
what “it is the otter which drives the fish into deep waters; and it is
the hawk that drives the sparrows into the thickets” in globalization,
which continues to lose the talents of our-own in the wave of interna-
