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He is a famous designer, columnist and senior design critic. While he works at design, he has devoted
himself to the study of the developmental discipline and direction of China’s interior design. In particular,
in consideration of the situation in the interior design industry in which there is only design output but no
corresponding mechanism of design evaluation, assessment and critical systems, he has worked out a
set of effective evaluation, assessment and critical systems and methods.

For the first time in China, he has put forward such a point of view that if we can establish and perfect
the five systems of design history (including design education), design management (including the
relationship between design and market), design practice, design research and development, and
design criticism (including design supervision), the industrial structure to promote China's interior design
would trend to more reasonable, more regulated, more orderly and more harmoniously developed. If
we say design theory is the ideology to guide design practice, the design practice would be one of the
approaches to enrich the design theory. He advocates that, in respect of the interior design, importance
would be attached not only to practice but also to theory, and not only to design but also to decoration.
To walk on two legs would go faster, better and healthier than on one leg only.

He has produced nearly 100 articles related to design survey, design observation, design evaluation and
design criticism, such as On the Elements in Oriental Design, and has been invited, as the first man,
1o open his personal column in the design professional media. His works such as A Complete Guide to
Valla Design and A Large Class of Villa Design all enjoy a high readership and popularity.
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
