t’s been described as the most
important game in college
basketball history. The 1966
NCAA championship isn’t noteworthy

for anything that happened in the

competition, but rather for who played
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in it. Hard though it may be to believe
looking at today’s teams, back in
1966 black players didn’t play college
basketball. One coach, Don Haskins,

decided to change that.
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
