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A great strength of this book is that it allows the
readers to direct his/her own learning by providing self —
correcting tests so the readers can evaluate his/her
progress. This is an important aspect of learning. We all
benefit if we have some evaluative device in which to mea-
sure our progress,and provide“feedback”for all our study
efforts. .

My ‘association with Mr. Xu Junnong began from
September 1991, when I first began teaching English as a
Foreign Langauge at Anhui Institute of Education in
Hefei, Anhui Province. Mr. Xu worked in the Foreign Af-
fairs Office. We had a most pléasant association during the
year I taught there. I had the opportunity to observe him
in many situations. I found him to be most knowledge-
able. He had a number of books published domestically
and abroad.

I feel this book meets an important need for Chinese
students in learning English as a foreign language. Chi-
nese students now have the great opportunity to reap the
fruit of all of Mr. Xu’s labor in research,organization and
actual writing of this book..
