In the hospital, we asked
doctor Wang to give an injection to her, and she
gradually became calm and not as hot as before. We
all thanked the doctor.

The day has passed, but it is clearly in my
mind. I think if we can do things like that in the
mcident, the society will be better, and the
relationship between people will be better as well!
