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A: What documents are required for the application?
=: Well, TOEFL and GRE scores for the US universities, or IELTS

scores for a British one, to show your competence in English,
together with a personal statement, your certificates, and
transcripts of your college courses or, if any, of your postgraduate
study. Also, for postgraduate research courses, you will need a
research proposal. These are the most important things.

Anything else missing?
Oh, I almost forgot! At least two reference letters are required as
well.

- How can I know to which universities I can apply?
.- If you haven't any idea, you can buy some books on studying

abroad. You can also use the Internet to find out about the
universities you like most. Go to their homepage and then look for
headings such as “Prospective students” or “Graduate studies”.
There you can learn about the professors at that university and
the particular programs that it offers.

If you send them a request,
by post or email, most universities can send you this kind of
information.
