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Abstract

The year 2010 was the last year of the “Eleventh Five-Year Plan”. The state food
and drug supervisory system had greatly intensified the supervision over the food and
drug, stably promoted the building of the legal system and well completed the task of the
food and drug safety control at Shanghai World Expo. The Food and Drug Blue Book of
2011 has analyzed the current food and drug safety of China from such aspects as the safety
and supervision policies with regard to food, drug, medical device, especially focusing on
some hot issues of 2010: food safety risk communication strategies, the legal lability of
catering illegal behavior, legal supervision system over cosmetics, drug safety responsibilities
of local governments, risk management of medical device and software safety evaluation
methods in medical devices. In terms of the practice of local food and drug supervision, it
has also discussed investigation and regulation strategy on food vendors in Shanghai, and
the Insurance remedies of the Drug-Induced Injury event in Shanghai, etc.

The year 2010 was also the beginning of the “ Twelfth Five-Year Plan”. The
current Food and Drug Blue Book has published the core indicators of drug supervision
put forward by the “twelfth five-year plan” about the state drug safety and study on the
construction of national pharmaceutical emergency response system during the period of
“twelfth five-year plan” and etc.

Furthermore, the Blue Book of Food and Drug in 2011 has comprehensively
reflected the rational analysis and deliberation of government departments at various
levels, research institutes and all walks of life, by “analyzing incidents and discussing
difficulties” , on the status quote of food and drug safety, as well as the mechanism
reform of supervision system and policies. It has also detailed and refreshed the
infringement liability and the relief measures with regard to food and drug and made
some policy proposals on the cosmetic supervision at home by reference to the cosmetic
supervision experience abroad. The publishing of the current Food and Drug Blue
Book, to some extent, carries the architecture functions both as “the critical reference
for the improvement & perfection of the supervision policies and the system and
mechanism in the filed of food and drug safety supervision” and “the wind vane of

academic research in the filed of food and drug safety supervision” .
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
