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Abstract

My work was built on the background of politics, economy and ideological
trend during Qin and Han dynasty, and my research was divided into seven
chapters on the politicians, ideologists and the scholars on politics in the peri-
od. Taoism had been on the dominant position in the practice for national polit-
ical management in the earlier stage of West-Han and East-Han dynasty. And
had made great contribution to the relaxation of social contradictions, and also
had made an important contributionto to the recovery and development for the
social economy which was on the brink of bankruptcy. Confucianism had be-
come the orthodoxy position in field of management thoughts from the period
of Emperor Wu of Han, although in the earlier stage of West-Han dynasty
gain no official advocacy. And this situation had continued throughout the feu-
dal society in China, although the politicians would thought preference in the
specific management practice, but officials always advocated Confucianism
from then on. From the period of Emperor Wu of Han, the successful country
managers han chosen Legalism, although on the surface they worshiped Con-
fucianism. They used the penalty system of laws to strengthen the control sub-
jects, and to establish the monarch absolute authority, and the Legalist also
played a irreplaceable role which the Confucian and Taoist could not. The
management thoughts during Qin and Han dynasty can provide many valuable

reference and enlightenment for the management today.
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
