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Abstract

consists of five parts, the first part is introduction, the second part is comprehensive
article, the third part is public policy adjustment article, the fourth part is the cases and
experience article, the fifth part is the appendix.

The introduction discuss the theme “social integration” in this year of social
development report, showing the background of Shanghai Expo, and its role in building
Shanghai society. It point out that Shanghai extended the public goods and services from
registered household population to resident population in the “Eleventh Five-Year”
period, and promote social integration. The report holds the view that Shanghai should
strengthen civil society and civil organization’s building; exert the basic role that the civil
society and social organization in building the social construction field, which contribute
to the development of true social integration.

The comprehensive part has two chapters. In the chapter of “Shanghai citizen
livelihood survey report in 2010”, the Sociology Institute in Shanghai Academy of
Social Science analyzes the result of a survey of people’s livelihood investigation who are
permanent residents aged 18 —65. The report introduce the public views on the issues
and views from eight aspects which include the World Expo, the financial crisis, the
food security, the housing problem, the transport travel, the security, the community
and the city identity in details, it has important reference value that understanding the
concerns of people and making the policy which can promote the construction of a
harmonious society in Shanghai. In the chapter of “Promote social integration based on
Shanghai Expo experiences”, it introduces the successful experience that promotes the
social integration of city home and abroad, proposed that society should more concern
on vulnerable groups, and helps them integrate into society. And proposed some
suggestion that Shanghai promote social integration which has five aspects include
voluntary service, basic technical engineering, legislation, long-term mechanism which
all through the formation of Shanghai hold the World Expo.

There are nine chapters in public policy adjustment. In the chapter of “Improve

and perfect the endowment insurance system of Shanghai urban and rural society”



introduce the latest developments and current problems that Shanghai reform in old-age
insurance system, and proposed some suggestions that integrate various pieces of
pension. In the chapter of “deepening the medical insurance system reform” , proposed

that Shanghai should create a unified medical insurance platform in “next five” period,
and realize the smooth operation of medical insurance system, and protect the medical
insurance right of various groups. In the chapter of “Realize the same city treatment of
education gradually” , it point out that foreign population groups has become an import
part in children of Shanghai, all the city’s 420000 foreign children in public schools or
private primary schools commissioned by the government compulsory education, and
70% of which in public schools, there are still some difficulties and problems to be
solved before and after the stage of compulsory education. In the chapter of “Promote
the social integration of migrant populations in Shanghai” , it consider that the household
registration system that social welfare linked to resource allocation which our country
carry out for a long term, limit the free movement of population, difficult to protect the
legitimate rights and interests of migrants, need to weaken the value of household’s
social welfare, and build urban and rural social security system. In the chapter of
“Explore a new mode and innovation strategy of old city reconstruction in Shanghai” ,
it focuses on the problems of urban transformation in Shanghai, and proposed that the
“urban transformation” need to combine with the urban renewal. In the chapter of
“Dural-track policy adjustments: approaches for housing hierarchical integration”, it
considers that should solve the housing problem through protection and the market, the
housing should be to protect and not give up the market. In the chapter of “ Creating an
elder friendly city society”, it contrast the existing achievement of Shanghai pension
service system and the target frame of old age-friendly cities, and point out that the gap
between each other, proposed that realize the harmonious society which “regardless of
age, everyone share” through carrying on the contraction of “old age-friendly cities”.
In the chapter of “ Being innovative in social organization development for an integration
society ”, it analyze and summarize that the Shanghai social organization development
status has play role in the promoting the social integration, and consider that social
organization play an unique role in integration social resources, provide community
services, maintaining social stability, correspond social relations, participate in social
governance, promote charitable, create jobs and promote social integration. In the
chapter of “Encourage middle class development, strengthen social backbone force” , it
discuss the transformation of society that the development and plight of Shanghai middle

class, analyze the main reason which cause these problems and give some suggestions



such as deepening the distribution of system, give priority to education, set up
reasonable mechanism for social mobility, promote comprehensive rural population into
cities and so on.

There are four chapters in cases and experiences article. In the chapter of “ The
practice and exploration in promoting the social integration in Pudong New District” , it
analyzed and summarized the past 20 years of Pudong New Area development,
especially on comprehensive reform five years of social development and social
integration experiences, put forward the development direction that Pudong New Area
building “an inclusive city”. In the chapter of “Community development guided by
Party Construction: Experiences from Jing’an Temple Sub-District” , it summarize the
successful experience that the Jingan temple street party explore and practice the
concentric home regional party building work, and play an important role in “ serving
the people, rallying public support, optimal management, maintain stability”. In the
chapter of “Report on the bidding of Shanghai community service projects”, it
introduced some experiences and problems which public bidding and purchases social
services that Shanghai civil affaires department carried out in June 2009 , and put forward
the development way. In the chapter of “Study on the situation of Orthodox in
Shanghai and its management system”, it analyze the actuality, management and
problem of the Russian Orthodox Church in Shanghai, put forward that Shanghai
should provide a better social and cultural integration way.

The appendix lists some major indications of Shanghai social development, and
makes some comparisons with some municipalities’ development indications which can

quantify the record of the development process of Shanghai society.
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
