Conan Doyle wrote four novels and fifty-six short stories that
featured Holmes. All but four stories are narrated by Holmes's friend and
biographer®,Dr. John H. Watson; two are narrated by Sherlock Holmes
himself,and two others are written in the third person. The first two
stories,short novels,appeared in Beeton's Christmas Annual for 1887 and

Lippincott's Monthly Magazine in 1890,respectively. The character grew

Conan Doyle, when asked if there was a real Sherlock Holmes,always
maintained that Holmes was inspired by Dr. Joseph Bell,for whom Doyle
had worked as a clerk at the Edinburgh Royal Infirmary’. Like Sherlock
Holmes,Bell was noted for drawing large conclusions from the smallest
observations. Dr. Bell was also interested in crime and assisted the police in
solving a few cases.

In many stories,Sherlock Holmes had an assistant—Dr John H.
Watson. Watson,born in 1852 in England,lived with Holmes together at 221B
Baker Street in London before getting married. Not only was the assistant of
Holmes,Watson was also the recorder of Holmes' adventures,and narrated
many stories of Holmes.

He considered Holmes to be "the worst tenant in London",who
"keeps his cigars in the coal-scuttle, his tobacco in the toe-end of a
Persian slipper,and his letters transfixed
by a jack-knife to the centre of the wooden
mantelpiece®'. Strange visitors,chemical
experiments and late-night violin playing
also tried the patience of their landlady Mrs
Hudson.

However,he was the great detective's

loyal companion and Holmes was aware of

his value—he said to him on one occasion:
"it may be that you are not yourself Dr Warson
luminous® but you are a conductor of light".
