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Abstract

The Guizhou Rural Tourism Plan (referred to below as “the plan” ), is a special part of the Guizhou
Province Tourism Development Master Plan. It includes two main sections: a Rural Tourism Development
System Plan tourism development system, and a Demonstration Projects Plan.

The plan is composed of four volumes:

Volume 1 “General Discussion” : On the basis of defining the different connotations and denotations of the
concept of “Guizhou Rural Tourism” , volume 1 provides systematic analysis and evaluation of the resources of
rural tourism in Guizhou. It also looks at the market of rural tourism in Guizhou from different points of view,
and provides an overall analysis and projection for the plan.

Volume 2 “Development Plan” : The main part of the plan. It is mainly composed of 5 parts:

Goals and Strategies for the Development of Rural Tourism
Plan for the Development of Rural Tourism Products
Plan for the Factors Related to Development in Rural Tourism (including transportation, food, lodging,
travel, shopping, entertainment, culture, environment, personnel, regulations, management, marketing, etc.)
Analysis of the Benefits of Rural Tourism
Short—range (3—75 yr) Plan of Action for Rural Tourism
Volume 3 “Demonstration Projects Plan” : Three representative village communities have been selected, and

a plan has been written up that is representative, exemplary, and operable.

The Bala river Miao Minority Village Community Plan, including:
Plan for its development as a tourist area
Jidao Village demonstration project
Zhaoxing Dong Minotity Village Community Plan, including:
Plan for its development as a tourist area
The demonstration project for its central village, Zhaoxing Benzhai Village
Yinzhai Buyi Minority Village Community Plan, including:
Plan for its development as a tourist area
The demonstration project for one of its villages, Maidong Village
The Project Diagrams Section includes two parts: diagrams related to Volumes 1 and 2 (General Discussion,
Development Plan) and diagrams related to the Demonstration Project. (33 diagrams in total).
Volume 4: “Technology Report” : The plan for writing up the research results found during the planning
process amongst experts. This includes six detailed reports:

Resource analysis and evaluation
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Market analysis and projects
Development of Human Resources
Sales and Marketing Strategies
The Assembling of a Village Economic Cooperation Organization
Rural Tourism Standards System
These research reports have provided both a practical background and theoretical support for the plan. But
due to the limited space, the formal edition has only included some of the above mentioned reports.
This, the Guizhou Rural Tourism Plan has been passed by the Appraisal Committe in Beijing on June 23rd,
2006. The leaders participating in the meeting are either from the China National Tourism Administration or
related experts, and agree that the plan is the first provincial level rural tourism speclal plan in China, which is

innovative and provoking. (For detail, see the appendix)
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
