" thought control

Thought control can involve the control of all of a person’s or a group’s
communication with the outside (all that he sees and hears, reads and

writes, experiences, and expresses).
M sarcasm
Sarcasm is the sneering, jesting, or mocking of a person, situation or thing. It

is strongly associated with irony, with some definitions classifying it as a type
of verbal irony intended to insult or wound other people.

"M another brick in the wall

Roger Waters wrote the line “another brick in the wall” to communicate
his views on formal education. He hated his grammar school teachers and
felt they were more interested in keeping the kids quiet than in teaching
them. The wall refers to the world Waters built around himself to escape
reality. The bricks represent the events in his life which propelled him to
build this proverbial wall around him. His school teacher was another
brick in the wall.
