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Abstract

The Institute of Finance and Trade Economics of the Chinese Academy of Social
Sciences joined force with the Li & Fung Research Center for the third year to launch
the Bluebook of China’s Commercial Sector in 2011; Last year, the Bluebook was
launched globally.
