Evidence system is a set of regulations of seeking the case truth about
the evidence category, proving principle, etc. The prove doctrines of Han
Dynasty included discretional evaluation of evidence and extorting a confess
by torture. The evidence of Han Dynasty can be divided into documentary
evidence, material evidence, statement of the parties, witness’s testimony,
expert’s conclusion and record of investigation and examination.

There are two kinds of perform , which
are execution of punishment and perform the civil obligation that judge had
