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Abstract

Known as Green Book of China’s Leisure No. 2, Annual Report on China’s Leisure
Development (2011) is prepared by the Institute of Finance and Trade Economics,
Chinese Academy of Social Sciences. It is also a key publication in the series of
authoritative reports published by Social Sciences Academic Press (China). This Green
Book of China’s Leisure consists of two main reports and more than thirty special reports.

The first main report indicates that 2010 is the last year in the 11" five-year
planning period, and also the year when leisure development was accelerated. The
overall development of China’s leisure industry was further promoted. The government
department which is responsible for leisure development mapped out an overall plan,
pressed ahead with formulating the Outline of Civil Tourism and Leisure, and put leisure
development in the 12" five-year plan of the national tourism development. The leisure
related policies stepped into the stage of implementation and refinement. A batch of
leisure standard projects were approved. A series of new practices appeared in different
regions. The whole society paid attention to leisure to an unprecedented height.

According to the statistical range and estimation method of the leisure consumption
last year’s report, the core leisure consumption by Chinese citizens in 2010 amounted to
approximately 2195.9 bilion RMB, which is equivalent to 14.20% of the total
volume of retail sales of consumption goods, and 5.51% of GDP. In the core leisure
industries, the subject position of national tourism was highlighted, the foundation
facilities of tourism were improved, diversified demands drove diversified supply, and
the scope and depth of industry amalgamation was further extended. The public facilities
of cultural recreation increased quickly, cultural leisure attracted high attention of capital
market, the pilot areas and bases of the cultural industry grew vigorously, and digital
recreation leisure became the highlight. National fit-keeping set off a new upsurge,
community and rural sports were emphasized, sports tourism took the spotlight, and
commercial sports venues still needed to develop further. In the 12 five-year planning
period, the industries related to leisure will be on the golden age of rapid development.

The second main report entirely reviews the development of the national citizens’

leisure life recently and its deep reasons, and indicates that, based on the economic



foundation and mind emancipation laid by reform and opening-up, the 11® five-year
planning turned a new page in Chinese civil leisure. Many factors jointly pushed
Chinese civil leisure into fast development,’ such as the increase and diversification of
citizens’ spare time, the improved payment capacity of leisure consumption based on
increased income, and the promotion of different leisure supply, etc. It also analyzes in
depth the leisure life of special groups such as peasants, women and the aged.

More than thirty special reports are about the development of industries related to
leisure, public management of leisure, civil citizens’ leisure life, hot topics for leisure
research, and the cases in foreign countries respectively. Some topics are specially
arranged by the Green Book of China’s Leisure this year, such as the new emerging
industries including the liner industry, the yacht industry and the golf industry, leisure
life of special groups including peasant immigrant workers, the middle class, women
and the aged, the relationship between leisure and economy prosperity, leisure and
social regulation, leisure and urban development, leisure and service consumption,
and the reference of leisure development in developed countries such as America and
France.

As the only book related to leisure development in China, this book will be of
significance on learning the frontier of leisure development for the government, leisure

industry, academia and the general public as well.
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
