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Abstract

As one of the most important fundamental principles of the inter-
national law, the equality principle of state sovereignty will inevitably
have a logical consequence: states must keep firm the nonintervention
principle in international relations. The nonintervention principle, an-
other basic principle of international law, has experienced a process of
being put forward, established, strengthened and developed. The
nonintervention principle and the equality principle of state sovereignty
together constitute the most important base of the total international
law system. It is of great theoretical and practical significance to study
and explore the nonintervention principle from the academic perspec-
tive. The nonintervention principle has characteristics of law, politics
and ethnics simultaneously. Therefore, the author’s study takes an
interdisciplinary perspective from international law and international
relations. Viewing it from a dynamic relation between law and poli-
tics, the author tries to throw light on how the nonintervention princi-
ple constantly changes and develops when the international law and in-
ternational relations perform their practices.

A fundamental point of view of this book is: in an anarchy socie-
ty, if we want to maintain a certain degree of order, peace and securi-
ty, we should pay respect to the state sovereignty and the principle of
non - intervention, which is particularly important. However, from
the perspective of international law, just as the principle of state sov-

ereignty is not absolute, so not the principle of non - intervention in
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internal affairs. There are scopes and limitations in nonintervention
principle since its existence. In the 21st century, the degree of inter-
dependence among countries has been continuously deepened; the
world is becoming more and more complex. It has become increasingly
difficult for states’ relying on the nonintervention principle and sover-
eignty principle to keep outside the external penetrations. On the other
hand, the need for international cooperation has become stronger than
ever before. Therefore, when considering the status and values of non-
intervention principle in modern international law and international re-
lations, we must view the international legal order and international
community as integrity.

The general structure of this book is: an introduction, five chap-
ters and a conclusion.

In Introduction, the author mainly focuses on the sources, signif-
icances, the study status quo outside and inside, author’s way of
thinking, methodology, innovation points, emphasis and difficulties of
this book.

In Chapter I, after a careful review on the theoretical origin and
nations’ relative practices of the nonintervention principle of interna-
tional law, the author thinks, the basic logical presupposition of the
nonintervention principle of international law is state sovereignty prin-
ciple. And then, the author has discussed some basic concepts of the
principle of nonintervention. Finally, the author has a discussion on
nonintervention principle’ s characteristics. In the author’ s view, this
principle has not only the characteristics of law, but also features of
politics and ethnics. He then elaborates it from the angle of interna-
tional relations.

In Chapter II, the author puts his emphasis on the issue of nonin-
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tervention’ s status in modern international law. The author comes to
the conclusion that this principle has in fact been strengthened in
modern international law.

In Chapter III, the author makes a detailed research on the non-
intervention principle’ s legal boundaries. Although the noninterven-
tion principle plays a very important role in modern international law,
it has its scopes and limitations, just like there are no absolute state
sovereignty in international law. In addition, the author has also ana-
lyzed several exceptional intervention theories in international rela-
tions.

Then, Chapter IV, a detailed study on the challenges the nonin-
tervention principle faces in modern times has been made. First, there
is an analysis on how the U. N. ’ s intervention activities have pounded
the nonintervention principle since the post Cold War. Second, the
author has a discussion on the challenge that the nonintervention prin-
ciple faces in the context of regional organizations. Third, the author
has discussed that how the American’s imperialist unilateral interven-
tioy has made a notable impact on the nonintervention principle since
the post Cold War. Finally, the author has explored the three challen-
ges the nonintervention principle faces in a globalizing world.

In Chapter V, the author first makes an analysis on the dilemma
of the nation - state’ s construction, then he discusses on how to re ~
understand the nonintervention principle in the framework of the Unit-
ed Nations. Finally, the relationship between the developing countries
(China in particular) and the non — intervention principle has been
discussed.

In Conclusion, the author has made the following three conclu-

sions of this book :
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First, with the development of the economic globalization, the in-
terdependence and the mutual influence between countries are even
deepened than ever before, furthermore, the global issues continue to
increase, the line between intervention and nonintervention will be-
come increasingly blurred, states and international organizations for
compliance with the principle of nonintervention will become increas-
ingly difficult.

Second, resolving the disputes between countries or correcting
the mistakes of other countries in international relations by the way of
intervention will lead to great confusions. The international community
should make strict legal restrictions on interventions as far as possible
and improve the existing relevant legal systems. In order to set up a
healthy, stable and orderly new world, the international society must
use the United Nations and the other international organizations to a-
chieve this goal.

Third, in international relations, it is not necessary the case that
states and international organizations must use the intervention means
to resolve the conflicts between each other. In fact, the best way to
resolve disputes is to improve and strengthen the international law in
international relations and rely on dialogues and cooperation at the

same time.
