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Serving many purposes with its various functions, atlas is an information carrier
on which a mass of knowledge converges. The development of thematic atlas
increasingly foregrounds the systematic nature of knowledge, embedded in
professional services and their effective functioning. Atlas of Distribution of National
Minorities in China is such an atlas.

That China has a vast expanse of land and a huge population is a common sense.
At the same time, as a unified multi-national state, China has 55 minority groups
living together in their own compact communities, spreading over the country, and
occupying 64% of the territory, around the borderland of 21 000 km long. The
geography and economy in the vision of Western Development Strategy also involve
largely minority regions. Well known are textual descriptions, visual unfolding and
statistics of our national conditions. While the abstractness of the texts and the
limitedness of the visual representation cannot provide enough knowledge of an
overall and direct vision, this atlas provides us with such handy convenience.
Cartographers believe that cartography reconstructs rather than duplicates the world .
This is, with no exception, what Atlas of Distribution of National Minorities in China
is striving for.

The editors and cartographers of this atlas try to reflect aforementioned aspects in
their totality and a symbolism that underline regional features with the help of figures
of and texts about the minorities. It unfolds not only the distribution of our national
minorities but also a cognitive space that helps us transit from abstractness to
concreteness, from history to reality, and from two dimensions to three. These are the
basics of the atlas. Atlas of Distribution of National Minorities in China is the first
thematic atlas that focuses on national minorities independently worked out by the
academic community in China. The processing of the atlas is rather complicated; it
would involve ethno-geography, cartography, ethnology, history, statistics,
demography, and aesthetics, as well as the need for fieldwork that aims at checking
out the figures against fact with accuracy. Mr. Chen Yingchu has done the painstaking

work well and we salute him.

Population distribution, especially that of the national minorities, is usually stable.
However, with the development of market economy and urbanization, the two-way
and multi-way flows of minorities population are continually changing the real
distribution. It is a dynamic process. This atlas can serve as basis for observing and
researching the changing demographic distribution of the Chinese national minorities.
The atlas plays a special role in revealing past and present. In a word, it will not only
provide us with our national conditions with regard to the distribution of the Chinese
national minorities, but also a cartographic tool with which we can vision the future
of interaction and co-development in building up socialist modernization with
Chinese characteristics in the 21st century. Its scientific value and practical worth is
apparent.
