Chapter
One Buddhism in Yi Huang introduces Ouyang’s home-
town ——County Yi Huang’s Buddhist culture. From
Tang Dynasty to Qing Dynasty the Buddhism of the
Chan sect was kept prosperous in Yi Huang. Quite a
few famous Buddhist monks such as Ben Ji and Ma Zhu
lived there. There stand two ancestral temples of a rul-
ing house of the Chan sect——Temple Shi Gong and
Temple Chao Shan.

Chapter Two Unfortunate Family introduces Ouy-
ang’s family. Ouyang’s grandfather, his father and his
uncle met with many setbacks in their official careers

so that earning a living in such a family wasn’t so easy.
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
