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Preface

More than half a century ago, when The People’s Republic of
China (‘ New China’) was founded, it was similar to other
developing countries in terms of economic development, with huge
number of people living under poverty. After more than 60 years’
development, especially mote than 30 years’ opening up to the
outside world and reforming the traditional regimes, China achieved a
great success. China now becomes a country with middle-level income
and is heading for a high-level income one. Today’s China is totally
different from that of New China of 1949, and also very different
from many other developing countries now.

China’s story of economic development provides a fresh experience
that could enrich the knowledge of development economics.

Three years ago, ActionAid International and the Institute of
World Economics and Politics (IWEP), China Academy of Social
Science (CASS) initiated a study on China’s economic development
experience. The objective of this study is, from the perspective of
Chinese researchers, to have an in-depth analysis of the reasons of
China’s economic success and its implications for other developing
countries, and to explore challenges China will face in the near future
and possible policy responses to them. We hope the improved Chinese

Model of development will benefit both China and other developing
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countries.

The study project is organized and led by TWEP, CASS. Researchers
from two institutes of CASS (IWEP, and the institute of European
Studies) , National Development and Reform Commission, Nankai
University conducted the study respectively on different issues. It took
more than two years to finish the study, and one of the important
outputs of which is this book.

We are grateful to the many people that made this study possible. We
thank Ms. Lin Yinxian, the experts on policy analysis; Ms. Zhang
Lanying, former County Director of ActionAid China; and Mr. Tariqul
Islam, former Interim Country Director of ActionAid China. The
expert from Actionaid Asia deserves special thanks, even if he would
rather be anonymous here. He carefully reviewed our first draft and
gave us many insightful comments. We also thank ‘ Policy department
of ActionAid UK’ for excellent editing support for our English
version. The experts and officials who joined the policy dialogue
wotkshop in Beijing in September 2009 also provided thoughtful
advices on our second draft.
