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Abstract

Annual Report on Environmental and Development of China (2011), an
environmental green book, is compiled by Friends of Nature (FON), a well.known
environmental protection NGO in China. The is under the collaboration of Chief
Editor Yang Dongping, a prestigious scholar and also president of Friends of Nature,
other scholars, lawyers, backbones of NGOs and journalists.

This report consists of seven components, Special Focus, Environment Pollution
and Ecology Protection, Governance and Public Policy, Livability, Sustainable
Consumption, Municipal Solid Waste, China and the World in an Environmental
Perspective. Through observations of multiple perspectives and concepts, the green
book presents an overview on environment and development sectors in China in 2010.
With in-depth thinking, scientific data and vivid language, it analyzes hot events in
2010. Documents and reports from government, non-governmental organizations and
the international community are also included in the appendix to make the information
more open and diversified.

In the year 2010, Chinese people witnessed natural and ecological disasters, which
have a connection with climate change, approaching in an unavoidable manner. This
year 430 million people were affected by all types of natural disasters across China, the
most severely-hit year in 2 decades only second to 2008. Disasters, including drought,
freezing, heavy snow, sleet, flood, wind storm, dust stortn, debris flow and
earthquake, kept coming one after another, causing people to think about related issues,
such as disaster relief, disaster preparedness, planning for urban and rural areas,
ecological protection, policies, laws and reguladons. Such thinking has its practical
values and can serve as reference for future.

The Fujian-based Tingjiang River basin was largely polluted due to sewage leakage
from Zijin Mining Group, about 7000 containers with chemical materials were washed
into Songhua River in northeast China, propylene leakage and explosion occurred in
Nanjing in east China’s Jiangsu Province, and the oil leak off northeast China’s Dalian
City caused disastrous maritime pollution. These environment-damaging events, to

which more attention should be given, all happened in the past year. From the largest



pollution events in 2010 we can see Chinese companies lacking environmental
responsibilities, while environment, enforcement of environmental laws, and
environmental justice are facing great challenges from polluting enterprises.

In the process of urbanization, iﬁproper urban planning and operation result in
various environmental problems, excessivelyded irrational public consumption incurs
environmental and social conflicts, while large developing projects cause environmental
pollution and ecological damage, and squeeze the living room for animals and plants.
These exaggerate the environmental problems we are faced today.

Cities in China will be the main workplace for sustainable economic development
and social harmony. Both metropolises and counties are faced with serious challenges
that are usually seen only in urban areas. Cities in China are the major resources
consumers, the principal players of low-carbon economy, and the main battlefield for
equality and justice in the process of environmental policy making. Livable cities should
become the important assessing and evaluating tools.

Faced with diverse environmental and social problems, we need new, human-
oriented, harmonious and sustainable political concepts and overall policies that balance
different interests, developing strategies, planning, actions and projects.

We need to act immediately to break institutional barriers that hinder development,
embark on “overall reform,” and establish human-oriented, harmonious and sustainable
political concepts and measures to find the way out. And the government should change
industrial structures and growth mode, lead its citizens to change consumption habits,
control pollution, decrease carbon emission, make good use of resources, develop
recycling economy, and restore the ecology.

This green book records, reviews and contemplates China’s current environmental
conditions in the perspective of public interests, argues with data and facts, and
emphasizes empiricism, trueness, specialism, and thus the established authority. The
China Environment Yearbook Volume 4 and The China Environment Yearbook
Volume 5 have been published by Brill, a publishing house in the Netherlands, in 2010
globally.
